Review of General Assistance Housing Rental Rates 


At a recent City Council meeting, Mr. David Grant spoke to the Council about his concern with the City’s established and rent reimbursement rates under the General Assistance Ordinance.  He believes the current rates do not adequately reimburse him for the rental units he is providing.  He has asked for the Council or Committee to review the situation and to make adjustments to the Ordinance. Resolve 07-250  Accepting and Appropriating a Grant from the Maine Department of Human Services, Center for Disease Control, in the Amount of $480,975.40 for the Purpose of Developing a Regional Public Health Infrastructure 


This Resolve will accept and appropriate slightly less than $500,000 from the State of Maine to develop a public health infrastructure and provision for services. The proposed Resolve is attached and Shawn Yardley will be present to discuss.

Proposed Amendment to Firearms Discharge Ordinance/Map


The Firearms Discharge Committee has recently completed a review of the boundary lines which distinguish between the allowable and non-allowable zones for firearms discharge.  Based upon the Committee’s work, a recommendation has been developed to expand the no-discharge zone, generally in the northeasterly section of the City, from outer Essex Street moving toward the City Forest.  A memorandum from Deputy Police Chief Arno is attached, as well as a map showing the current and proposed boundary lines.  Peter Arno will be present to discuss this proposal and answer questions.
