LEAF COLLECTION 2006
CITY OF BANGOR


On November 6, 2006 Bangor Public Works crews will commence the annual collection of leaves from various areas of the City, based on existing conditions and areas that have drainage problems related to leaf accumulations. 
All loose leaves should be placed curbside. No debris, such as limbs, brush, sand, trash, or stones are to be raked out, or mixed in with the leaves.  Residents are urged to rake, or deposit leaves on the edge of the roadway and not on the esplanades, or sidewalks.  This will facilitate collection.  

Bagged leaves raise disposal costs at PERC and should not be placed with residential rubbish.  It is preferred that leaves be placed curbside loose, however if it is necessary to bag them, place the bags curbside and Public Works Crews will empty the bags when they pick up loose leaves.

The PUBLIC WORKS COMPOUND at 530 Maine Avenue is open to Bangor residents seven days a week during daylight hours for depositing loose leaves and emptying bagged leaves. Residents bagging leaves are encouraged to bring them to the Public Works Compound. 
There will be no charge for leaves dropped at Public Works. All leaves collected will be composted for future use in City Parks and plantings and various other City projects.
