CITY OF BANGOR SEEKS COMMENT ON DRAFT PENJAJAWOC WATERSHED MANAGEMENT PLAN 

A Public Meeting will be held on March 20, 2008 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, 73 Harlow Street, Bangor, to review and discuss the recommendations included in a draft watershed management plan for the Penjajawoc Stream and Meadow Brook.  This plan responds to a Maine Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) draft report (the TMDL report) that will be submitted to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) documenting the impact of development and non-point source pollution on the water quality in these streams.  The City has cooperated with DEP in this effort and has worked with DEP to complete several studies in the watershed.  In order to avoid additional state and federal restrictions on existing and future development in this watershed, the City is required to respond with a plan to restore water quality. 
The public meeting will include a brief description of DEP’s findings and an overview of the watershed management plan, including the regulatory and financial ramifications for the institutions, businesses, and residences in the watershed.   Recommended solutions to meet the goal of restoring water quality to class B standards could cost as much as $10 million dollars.  Participants will have the opportunity to ask questions and respond to the recommendations listed in the plan.  
During the development of the Draft Watershed Management Plan last fall, the City held one public meeting and three stakeholder working group meetings to gather recommendations for water quality improvement projects, policies, and programs to be included in the plan.

This report is one of a number of TMDL reports that DEP intends to prepare for impaired streams in Bangor and surrounding communities.
